In this study, the researcher used document
analysns methods which are usually found in qualitative research. This method involves examining
and interpreting data to uncover meaning, gain understanding, and reach a conclusion. The finding
shows that the code-switching carried out by The Connell Twins occurred in two ways: 1) starting
the conversation in Indonesian and switching to English, and 2) starting the conversation in English
and switching the language to Indonesian. And the second video, uses three types of code switching.
